Lanny was first licensed as KN5HTM 
in 1956. He upgraded to K5HTM in 
1957 and held that call until 1978, when 
he traded it for K5LP.  He operated 
from Korea as HL9KW in 1966 and 
1967. He used his nickname, Lanny on 
the air. His interests included DXing, 
contesting, storm spotting, and  other 
public service activities. Lanny was a 
lawyer practicing in Dallas,  with Ad-

vocacy, Incorporated, a non-profit corporation that does 
social and legal work for people who have physical or 
mental disabilities.

In addition to being a ham and lawyer, he was also a 
writer. He had published three novels. The novels are set 
in Texas.

SILENT KEY

Some cities are moving to adopt ordinances to regulate the use 
of cell phones by drivers of motor vehicles.  So far their ac-
tion on this has been limited to school zones.  However some 
city councils have discussed a ban of cell phone usage by 
drivers in entire cities. 

With the recent adoption of a cell phone ordinance, signs like 
this have posted around schools in the Highland Park Inde-
pendent School District, in University Park and Highland 
Park: 

We are interested in seeing that the language 
adopted in any State or local regulation of cell 
phones does not come to apply to Federally 
licensed amateur radio operators.  Sometimes 
State and Municipal government officials 
consider language that is overly broad, and 
that presents unintended consequences. 

We are continuing to monitor these developments in North 
Texas.  At the ARRL, State and Local government issues are 
handled at the Section level.  If your city is considering a pro-
posal to regulate cellular telephones, please see that I am ad-
vised.  I would appreciate receiving copies of newspaper arti-
cles and copies of proposed ordinance language, or Internet 
links for these, where they are available, in advance. 

With this we will be able to obtain a legal review of the pro-
posed language.
